The minutes of the Regular December 2015 Aldermen Meeting were presented.  Roger Florea moved that minutes be approved as written.  Ron Cross seconded the motion.  Votes:  Ron Cross – Yes; Roger Florea- Yes; Mike Stump – Yes; Kyle Hansen – Yes; No Votes – 0.

The expenses were presented.  Roger Florea moved that expenses be approved as presented.  Mike Stump seconded the motion.  Votes:  Ron Cross – Yes; Roger Florea- Yes; Mike Stump – Yes; Kyle Hansen – Yes; No Votes – 0.
Budget was discussed and it was decided to set it aside and discuss Water/Sewer Rate Increase.
Discussion was held in connection with water rates. 

Bill No. 225 was presented to the Board entitled:

AN ORDINANCE TO REPEAL SUBSECTIONS A, B,C, D, F AND H OF ORDINANCE NUMBER 360, CONCERNING RATES RECONNECTION CHARGES AND DEPOSITS FOR WATER AND SEWAGE SERVICES AND TRASH PICK UP SERVICES OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF HOPKINS, MISSOURI, AND TO ADOPT NEW SUBSECTIONS A, B, C, D, F AND H PERTAINING TO THE SAME SUBJECTS AND ALSO REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH (Namely Ordinance No 370 dated May 4th, 2004; Ordinance No 380 dated October 8th, 2007; Ordinance No 386 dated January 4, 2010; Ordinance No 390 dated October 4, 2010; and Ordinance No 420 dated March 5, 2012)

On motion duly made and seconded, the Bill was placed on its first reading and was read in its entirety as follows:

ORDINANCE NO. ____

AN ORDINANCE TO REPEAL SUBSECTIONS A, B,C, D, F AND H OF ORDINANCE NUMBER 360, CONCERNING RATES RECONNECTION CHARGES AND DEPOSITS FOR WATER AND SEWAGE SERVICES AND TRASH PICK UP SERVICES OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF HOPKINS, MISSOURI, AND TO ADOPT NEW SUBSECTIONS A, B, C, D, F AND H PERTAINING TO THE SAME SUBJECTS AND ALSO REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH (Namely Ordinance No 370 dated May 4th, 2004; Ordinance No 380 dated October 8th, 2007; Ordinance No 386 dated January 4, 2010; Ordinance No 390 dated October 4, 2010; and Ordinance No 420 dated March 5, 2012)


SECTION 1:  Subsections A, B, C, D, F and H of Ordinances Numbered 360; 370; 380; 386, 390; and 420 of the Municipal Code of the City of Hopkins, Missouri, are hereby repealed.


SECTION 2:  New Subsections A, B, C, D, F and H to Ordinance Number 360 of the Municipal Code of the City of Hopkins, Missouri, are hereby enacted and adopted, which Subsections shall read as follows:

A.
For RESIDENTIAL users within the City limits the following charges shall be made:

1.
 for the first 1,000 gallons of water there shall be a minimum charge of $28.75 per month;

2.
for all over 1,000 gallons a charge of $8.05 per 1,000 gallons or fraction thereof, per month;

3.
a sewer charge of a minimum of $16.10 per month for the first 1,000 gallons or less of water used and 70% of the amount of water used over 1,000 gallons for all customers with sewer hookups.

B.
For COMMERCIAL users within the City limits the following charges shall be made:

1.
for the first 1,000 gallons of water there shall be a minimum charge of $20.24 per month;

2.
for all over 1,000 gallons a charge of $6.81 per 1,000 gallons or fraction thereof, per month;

3.
a sewer charge of a minimum of $10.12 per month for the first 1,000 gallons or less of water used and 70% of the amount of water used over 1,000 gallons for all customers with sewer hookups.

C.
For users OUTSIDE THE CITY LIMITS the following charges shall be made:

1.
for the first 1,000 gallons of water, there shall be a minimum charge of $28.75 per month;

2.
For all over 1,000 gallons, a charge of $8.05 per 1,000 gallons or fraction thereof, per month.

D.
The above rates shall be effective beginning January 2016 billing Cycle.  

F.
 If any bill for water and wastewater and trash pickup services shall be and remain past due and unpaid for as long as thirty (30) days, service to such customer shall be discontinued and shall not be reconnected until all past due bills are paid in full, together with a reconnection charge of $30.00.  It shall be the duty of the City Clerk to follow the “Shut Off/On Policy “, attached hereto and made part of this Ordinance by reference, and shall proceed immediately to cause water service to such customer to be disconnected.

H.  All applications by new customers for water and sewer services and trash pickup services shall be accompanied by a $200.00 deposit, which deposit will be refunded when the final bill is settled.  A new customer shall be defined as any customer who seeks services at a residence or location for whom the City of Hopkins does not hold a deposit in the name of that customer at the time of the transfer to the new location or application for services.  In the event a water customer moves from one residence to another within the City of Hopkins, the existing deposit will be transferred to the new residence and any additional amount will be collected so there is a total of $200.00 deposit, so long as the bill at the previous residence is paid in full at the time of the transfer, and the individual will not be considered to be a new customer.


SECTION 3:  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption.

SHUT OFF/ON POLICY OF THE CITY OF HOPKINS, MISSOURI

1.
Notice is to be sent at least 10 days prior to shut off by mail indicating total amount due on accounts that are overdue by 30 days or more.

2.
Water Service will be shut off as close to 9:00 a.m. as possible on the day of the shut off.

3.
Once water service is shut off then full amount due must be paid before water service can be turned back on.

4.
Water service will be turned back on only during business hours of 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. by a City employee as long as someone is at the residence when the water is being turned on.

5.
A $30.00 reconnect fee will be charged and collected at the time the water service is turned back on with no exceptions.

The bill was considered and discussed, and was duly passed by unanimous vote.  On motion duly made and seconded, the Bill was placed upon its second reading and final passage and was read by title, considered and discussed.  Thereupon, the question was put to a roll call vote, and the vote thereon was as follows:

Aye:  Roger Florea; Mike Stump; Kyle Hansen; Ron Cross.

Nay:  none.

The Mayor declared said bill passed and the bill was then duly numbered Ordinance No. 455, and was signed and approved by the Mayor and attested by the City Clerk.  

Jack Baldwin reported to Board that Joel Ogle with Maguire Iron, Inc. had been in touch regarding the clear well storage tank.  The Board was presented with proposal from Maguire Iron, Inc. for repairing tank and maintaining the tank in future years.  The first plan was a full maintenance program with a  3 year spread of approximately $29,500.00 and $5,000.00 per year after that.  This plan provides all upfront renovations plus all future renovations with a yearly inspection and cleaning.  The second plan was to contract for services to perform on interior in the 1st year and the exterior in the 3rd year.  The cost would be $27,000.00 per year for three years anf then there would be $2,900.00 per year for inspection and cleaning.  There were several questions raised and it was decided to invite Joel Ogle to February meeting on February 1st to address the questions.
Discussion was held in connection with the water quality.  Several complaints have been received by Aldermen in connection with the water color.  Jack Baldwin explained the City had very hard water and any use of bleach will cause water to turn color.  The best thing to do is use water softener.  Testing is maintained per DNR requirements and the City checks the maganiese levels every 4 hours and also the chlorine residual.  All testing has met DNR requirements.  

The City Clerk is to put together another Budget that includes the Water/Sewer Rate increase and also add line items for the clear well storage tank and other needed future projects.

City Clerk announced Candidate sign up dates for 2 Board of Aldermen positions.  Sign up began December 15th, 2015 and continue to January 19th, 2016.  Anyone interested in signing up to run for Alderman may contact City Clerk by calling 778-3688.  Please leave a message if there is no answer.
