Also present: Jack Baldwin, Chief Operator, Nathan Baldwin, Larry Haataja; and, Kathryn Rice with Nodaway News Leader.
Larry Haataja introduced himself to the Board of Aldermen.  He indicated he was running for County Commissioner North District.  He has lived in Nodaway County for more than 20 years.  His wife is originally from Nodaway County.  There are three candidates in race in the Republican primary.  He stated that he has become aware of overcrowding in the Nodaway County Jail and the need for more patrolling in the county.  He also commented on the problem with drugs in Nodaway County and concerns of the population decline in smaller towns in Nodaway County.  He passed out a flyer and pens to everyone and then excused himself from the meeting.

Kelly Morrison arrived to the meeting at this time.

The minutes of the Regular June 2016 Aldermen Meeting were presented.   Roger Florea moved that minutes be approved as written.  Kelly Morrison seconded the motion.  Votes:  Roger Florea- Yes; Kelly Morrison – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.

The expenses were presented.  Discussion was held in connection with the Receipt Report and the difference from 2015 numbers and 2016 numbers where the sales tax collected was reported.  City Clerk is to look into the difference and report back at next meeting.  Roger Florea moved that expenses be approved as presented.  Kelly Morrison seconded the motion.  Votes:  Roger Florea- Yes; Kelly Morrison – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.
City Clerk announced that a Liquor License Application had been received from John Ogle.  Discussion was held and Roger Florea made a motion that the Board of Aldermen approve the application received from John Ogle and that the City is to issue John Ogle a liquor license to cover the period of time from July 1, 2016 through June 30, 2017.  Kelly Morrison seconded the motion.  Votes: Roger Florea – Yes; Kelly Morrison – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No votes – 0.  
City Clerk indicated that she spoke with representative from Rural Water Impact-Smart Websites for Smart Communities and had all questions answered.  The company would create the websites and the City would have an administrator that would upload the information on a weekly basis to the website.  The City Clerk indicated that MunicipalImpact.com would be the most beneficial to the City.  Discussion was held in who would make decisions on content.  At this time the Clerk is to determine what items need decisions to start and go through the list with the Board at next meeting.
2016 Street Project was discussed.  Jack Baldwin indicated Mid America Road Builders will look into estimates for in front of Smoke Shop and the gap in front of City Hall and Community Building when they get to town to start their work.  We have no time frame at this time on when they will be starting the work.
Discussion was held in connection with wash out areas around old funeral home where sidewalk meets street.  A request for steps to be put in was received from Carol Oberhauser.  It was decided to have Jack put cold mix down to build street up where it has washed out to bring it up a few inches at this time.

Water tank maintenance has been completed.  The sides had to be rebuilt along with the top of the tank.  The paint has cured for 7 days and disinfection was completed.  Tank was drained on Tuesday and started pumping and using tank on Wednesday.

CD #41035947 General Fund held at Nodaway Valley Bank matures July 6, 2016.  It was decided to renew it for another 12 month cd.

CD #41035942 Street Fund held at Nodaway Valley Bank matures July 9, 2016.  It was decided to renew t for another 12 month cd.

Kelly Morrison had been contacted by JR Gladman about a water leak he had that did not go down the sewer.  Request of waiver of sewer fees was being made.  City Clerk indicated that the amount requested to be waived was $296.99.  JR also requested a payment plan of $100.00 a month additional to his monthly bill until leak amount was paid off.  Discussion was held and it was decided to accept this request.
Kelly Morrison indicated that he spoke with Mark Hoover regarding putting the City on notice that he is intending to dig a well and stop using City water.

Delinquent water/sewer accounts were discussed.  City Clerk provided an up to date list of delinquent accounts.   Discussion was held regarding capping the delinquent sewer accounts or applying amounts due to the tax bill.  It was decided to have City Clerk look into creating ordinance to have these delinquent fees be attached to the property taxes in order to get the property owners attention. 
Kelly Morrison inquired regarding procedure for yards needing mowed and work done.  City Clerk explained the Nuisance Ordinance.
KCP&L invited Board to attend a Rate Increase meeting in St. Joseph for those who are interested.
