The minutes of the Regular February 2017 Aldermen Meeting were presented.  Ron Cross moved that minutes be approved as written.  Allan Thompson seconded the motion.  Votes:  Ron Cross – Yes; Roger Florea- Yes; Kelly Morrison – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.

The expenses were presented.  Ron Cross moved that expenses be approved as presented.  Roger Florea seconded the motion.  Votes:  Ron Cross – Yes; Roger Florea- Yes; Kelly Morrison – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.
Delinquent accounts were discussed.  Discussion was held in connection of pursuing collection on 102 E. Caroline account.  Nothing was decided at this time.
Roger Florea reported on NAP information that he was able to collect.  He has determined that a corporation with 501 3(c) status needs to be formed or may use one that already has this status.  He indicated that there were two separate programs one for 70% and one for 50%.  He indicated it would be easier to sell credits on the 70% program.  Discussion was held regarding Community Betterment Group and their status.  Roger still needs time to do more research.  Nothing decided at this time.
City Clerk announced that two Liquor License Applications have been received from Amy Larson.  Amy Larson addressed the Board and explained that she has leased space in The Smoke Shop to sell liquor, wine, beer and spirits.  She is requesting a liquor license to sell the same and also a special license to be able to sell on Sundays.  Ron Cross made a motion that the Board of Aldermen approve the applications received from Amy Larson and that the City is to issue Amy Larson liquor licenses to cover the period of time from March 6th, 2017 through June 30, 2017.  Roger Florea seconded the motion.  Votes: Roger Florea – Yes; Ron Cross– Yes; Kelly Morrison – Yes; Allan Thompson; No votes – 0.  
City Clerk addressed the Board regarding a property owner’s request for the Board to review his water/sewer billing.  The owner of 917 E Roseberry had a renter in the house that the City had to shut water off because of non-payment.  The owner of the property made up the amount due and the water remained off.  A new renter contacted the City and when the water operator went to turn on the water for the renter it was found that the water meter was already on and more than 51,000 gallons of usage was showing.  The property owner requested waiver of the sewer fee or whatever the Board would allow.  Discussion was held and it was decided that the water went through the meter and there was no signs of a leak so no amounts would be waived.  City Clerk is to notify owner and bill for the amount due of $735.70.  

Discussion was held in connection with South 1st Street needing gravel.  It was decided to apply gravel and Township would pay for half of the cost.
