The minutes of the Regular September 2017 Aldermen Meeting were presented.  Allan Thompson moved that minutes be approved as written.  Richard Moore seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.

The expenses were presented.   Discussion was held in connection with the Northwest Cell bill covering two months and extra sewer expenses during the month with repairs to a grinder pump and the need of a vac truck to clean up the pit.  Allan Thompson made a motion that the expenses be approved as presented.  Rick Gladman seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.  
Update on delinquent accounts was given by City Clerk.  She reported that two residents were added to the list.  One at 306 S 3rd where the water cannot be shut off and 915 E Roseberry where the resident has agreed to pay in full by the 27th of October.  Discussion was held in connection with property at 108 S Hwy 148 and the owner is claiming the property was never hooked to the sewer.  Jack will do some checking and smoke testing to find out if this is the case.  Mayor inquired regarding liens filed against properties that have delinquent accounts.  City Clerk had filed liens and will get with County Collector to determine process to have them placed on tax bills. 
Discussion on Street project was held.  Rock has been moved to stock pile at Peve’s lot.  Work should begin shortly.
City surplus items were discussed.  The items include the following:  Blue Ford Pickup; John Deer mower; 1964 Galion Motor Grader; dump truck; sewer machine.  It was decided to have City Clerk run ad in paper that City will be accepting bids on the John Deer Mower; Blue Ford Pickup; 1964 Motor Grader and the dump truck until November 6th.  Jack Baldwin indicated that there was interest for the pickup for $200 and Allan Thompson indicated that the City of Arko might be interested in the motor grader.
City meeting for November will be held Monday, November 13th.

Discussion was held in connection with street lights.  City street lights are being replaced with LED lights.  There are two Street lights at the Hopkins Housing that were being billed to the Housing and also to the City.  The Housing does not want the lights to be replaced with LED lights and will take over full responsibility for those lights.  KCP&L is to reimburse the City for the overbilling of these two lights.  Discussion was held in connection with a street light on the north end of 3rd Street that was shut off due to a farmer’s request indicating that the light was causing problems with his crops maturing.  The light is no longer used and it was determined not to replace it.  Discussion regarding a street light 1 block east of 807 E McFarland was discussed.  It was decided that there was no longer a need for the street light and Jack Baldwin will start the procedure to have that light removed.

A resident requested dust control to be placed on 1st Street.  Dust control was already going to be placed by business using the street so no action is necessary for the City at this time.

Cd #41029130 Rickard Security held at Nodaway Valley Bank matures October 2, 2017.  It was decided to renew it for another 12 month cd.

Complaint was received from resident at 102 N 4th street regarding a smelly, dirty dumpster causing a foul odor.  City Clerk is to send a letter to resident at 104 N 4th informing resident of violation of City Ordinance and request compliance.  After the 10 days are up City Clerk is to notify Mayor, Kelly Morrison and he will do follow up.

Discussion was held in connection with the demolition cars that are around town.  It was decided that Allan Thompson and Rick Gladman will get together and come up with a detailed list for the City Clerk to contact by letter those residents and request compliance with the City’s Nuisance Ordinance.

Discussion occurred in connection with the City’s Chevy pick-up.  Jack had the exhaust looked at and received an estimate of $175 to have the problem fixed.  It was decided that Jack is to have the repairs done.
Richard Moore made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Rick Gladman seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.
