The minutes of the Regular March 2018 Aldermen Meeting were presented.  Rick Gladman moved that minutes be approved as written.  Allan Thompson seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allen Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.

The expenses were presented.   Allan Thompson made a motion that the expenses be approved as presented.  Rick Gladman seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson– Yes; No Votes – 0.  
No update on painting of the water plant at this time.  
No additional streets have been added to Street Project at this time.  Still expecting work to begin this summer.

Hopkins Community Betterment made a request for permission to put rock on the RV parking Sites at the Park.  Discussion was held.  Rick Gladman made a motion that the City approve the rock to be placed at the park for the RV parking sites.  Richard Moore seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore – Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.

Hopkins Community Betterment requested permission from the City to have flea market/vendor fair on Third Street with no plans to close Third Street during the City wide garage sales during the summer.  Discussion was held.  Richard Moore made a motion that the City approve the use of Third Street by the Hopkins Community Betterment Group to set up a flea market/vendor fair during the City wide garage sales during the summer.  Motion seconded by Allan Thompson.  Votes:  Richard Moore – Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.
Christian Church requested a waiver of a large water bill due to a toilet sticking.  Discussion was held.  Rick Gladman made a motion that the City stick with its policy on water leaks and not approve the requested waiver since the water did go through the sewer.  Motion seconded by Richard Moore.  Votes:  Richard Moore – Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.
Discussion was held in connection with the proposal for Bigger Trucks to be approved to travel Missouri Roadways.  Northwest Missouri Regional Council of Governments sent a letter addressed to Members of Congress stating that the local communities who signed the letter were concerned about the transportation infrastructure and would strongly be opposed to the proposals in Congress that would allow any increase in truck length or weight – longer double-trailer trucks or heavier single-trailer trucks would only make the current situations worse.  A motion was made by Allan Thompson that the City approve the Mayor, Kelly Morrison to add his name to the letter to be sent to Congress on behalf of the City of Hopkins.  Motion seconded by Richard Moore.  Votes:  Richard Moore – Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0. 

Mayor, Kelly Morrison signed the document at this time.

Mayor announced that a resident’s house had been broken into recently and wanted the Board to be aware of the incident.

Allan Thompson requested that the City help with supplying a port-a-pot at the Cemetery during Memorial Day Weekend for those visiting the cemetery.  Discussion was held.  Richard Moore made a motion that the City pay for the cost of a port-a- pot placed at the Hopkins Cemetery during Memorial Day Weekend to be paid out of the General Fund Account.  Richard Moore seconded the Motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore – Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.
Update on delinquent accounts was given.  City Clerk indicated that 104 N 4th Street had been added to the list and water service was currently off due to the non-payment.  No discussion followed.
Mayor asked if there were any further business, concerns or complaints.
