The expenses were presented.   Allan Thompson made a motion that the expenses be approved as presented. Brandon Kreps seconded the motion.  Votes:  Allan Thompson- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Brandon Kreps– Yes; No Votes – 0.  
Discussion was held in connection with water rates. 

Bill No. 258 was presented by the Mayor as follows:  
AN ORDINANCE TO REPEAL SUBSECTIONS A, B,C, D, F AND H OF ORDINANCE NUMBER 360, CONCERNING RATES RECONNECTION CHARGES AND DEPOSITS FOR WATER AND SEWAGE SERVICES AND TRASH PICK UP SERVICES OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF HOPKINS, MISSOURI, AND TO ADOPT NEW SUBSECTIONS A, B, C, D, F AND H PERTAINING TO THE SAME SUBJECTS AND ALSO REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH (Namely Ordinance No 370 dated May 4th, 2004; Ordinance No 380 dated October 8th, 2007; Ordinance No 386 dated January 4, 2010; Ordinance No 390 dated October 4, 2010; Ordinance No 420 dated March 5, 2012; and, Ordinance No 455 dated January 4, 2016.

)

On motion duly made and seconded, the Bill was placed on its Third and final reading and was read by title only.
The bill was considered and discussed.  Thereupon, the question was put to a roll call vote, and the vote thereon was as follows:  Brandon Kreps – Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes.  The Clerk then declared it Ordinance No. 458 and signed it while the City Clerk Attested.
Delinquent water accounts were discussed.  City Clerk reported that resident at 101 E Caroline had defaulted on the payment plan set up but by meeting time had brought all defaulted payments up to date.  Board discussed.  Brandon Kreps made a motion that the City allow the resident at 101 E. Caroline continue on the original payment plan as set up.  Rick Gladman seconded the motion. Further discussion followed regarding resident at 603 E McPherson who was put on payment plan to begin the week of December 3rd.  

Discussion followed regarding proposed Budget.  Brandon Kreps made a motion that the City approve the proposed 2019 Budget.  Rick Gladman seconded the motion.  Votes:  Allan Thompson- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Brandon Kreps– Yes; No Votes – 0.  

City Clerk announced that a Municipal Election will be held in the City of Hopkins, Nodaway County, Missouri, on Tuesday, April 2, 2019, for the purpose of electing 1 Mayor – 2 year term; 1 North Ward Alderman – 2 year term; and , 1 South Ward Alderman – 2 year term.  Anyone desiring to be a candidate should file their “Declaration of Candidacy” with the current council between December 11, 2018 and January 15, 2019.  A copy of a “Declaration of Candidacy:” may be obtained from the City Clerk at City Hall at 124 N Third Street, Hopkins, Missouri.

Motion was made by Brandon Kreps that the City go into Closed Session to discuss employee salaries.  Rick Gladman seconded the motion.  Roll Call Vote was taken as follows:  Allan Thompson- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Brandon Kreps– Yes; No Votes – 0.
