The minutes of the Regular June 2018 Aldermen Meeting were presented.  Allan Thompson moved that minutes be approved as written.  Rick Gladman seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allen Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.

The expenses were presented.   Richard Moore made a motion that the expenses be approved as presented. Allan Thompson seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson– Yes; No Votes – 0.  
Update on delinquent accounts was given.  City Clerk indicated that no new accounts were added this month.  Will look into capping off sewers that have large amount due.  Mayor to talk with Jack Baldwin. 
Painting of the water plant – no update at this time.
Resolution Adopting the Nodaway County Multi-Jurisdictional local Hazard Mitigation Plan was presented and read
As follows:
Adopting the Nodaway County Multi-Jurisdictional local  Hazard Mitigation Plan

Whereas, the City of Hopkins recognizes the threat that natural hazards pose to people and property within our community; and

Whereas,  undertaking  hazard mitigation actions will reduce the potential for harm to people and property from future hazard occurrences; and

Whereas, the U.S Congress passed the Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000 ("Disaster Mitigation

Act") emphasizing the need for pre-disaster mitigation of potential hazards;

Whereas, the Disaster Mitigation Act made available hazard mitigation grants to state and local governments;  and

Whereas, an adopted  Local Hazard Mitigation Plan is required as a condition of future funding for mitigation projects under multiple FEMA pre- and post-disaster mitigation grant programs; and

Whereas, the City of Hopkins fully participated in the hazard  mitigation planning process to prepare this Multi-Jurisdictional Local Hazard Mitigation  Plan; and

Whereas, the City of Hopkins desires to comply with the requirements of the Disaster Mitigation Act and to augment its emergency planning efforts by formally adopting the Nodaway County Multi-Jurisdictional Local Hazard Mitigation  Plan; and

Whereas, adoption by the governing body for the City of Hopkins demonstrates  the jurisdictions' commitment to fulfilling the mitigation goals outlined in this Multi-Jurisdictional Local Hazard Mitigation  Plan; and

Whereas, adoption of this legitimizes the plan and authorizes responsible agencies to carry out their responsibilities under the plan;

Now, therefore, be it resolved, that the City of Hopkins adopts the "Nodaway County Multi• Jurisdictional Local Hazard Mitigation Plan" as an official plan; and

Be it further resolved, the City of Hopkins will submit the updated plan along with this Adoption Resolution to the Missouri State Emergency Management Agency and Federal Emergency Management Agency Region VII officials to enable the plan's final approval.
Motion made by Allan Thompson to pass resolution and seconded by Rick Gladman.  Votes:  Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; Richard Moore – Yes;  No Votes – 0.  

Mayor declared Resolution passed and City Clerk assigned number 110 to Resolution.

City Clerk announced that the DNR fees have been placed on the June billing.
Cd’s  #’s 41035947 General Fund and Cd #41035942 Street Fund mature in July, 2018.  Discussion was held.  Mayor suggested that permission be given to himself and City Clerk to talk with Nodaway Valley about getting the 2.5% for 24 month rate that they were able to get on the previous CDs and also to increase the Street Fund CD to and even $50,000.00.    Richard Moore made a motion that the Mayor and City Clerk look into obtaining better interest rates and have the authority to move money into the Cd’s as deemed necessary.  Rick Gladman seconded the motion. Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0. 
Discussion was held in connection with the Missouri Municipal League reaching out to the City for membership.  Many resources would be beneficial to the City Clerk and Board and may cut cost of Attorney on simple matters that just need clarification or explanation.  Richard Moore made a motion that the City of Hopkins become members of the Missouri Municipal League and that the City Clerk fill out the membership paperwork.  Rick Gladman seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0. 

Discussion was held in connection with letters sent out requesting compliance with Nuisance Ordinance.  It was decided that additional time be given with notice given to the property owners of record along with the resident for removal of the nuisance.  Also discussed was property located at 104 N 4th Street in connection with yard needing maintenance.  City Clerk is to send a letter requesting compliance.  Additional properties were discussed and it was decided to send letters to property owners of 916 E Roseberry Street; 407 N 8th Street; and, 205 N 1st Street requesting building structures to be cleaned up and yard maintained per ordinance. 

Mayor asked Board if any new business.  It was mentioned that Houston Company was questioning an amount on water/sewer bill on the rental house that is owned by them.  City Clerk explained that it is the water deposit amount that was billed since water was turned on without User’s Agreement being signed .  The Board agreed that a water deposit should be placed on the rental house.  No action at this time.

Rick Gladman made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Richard Moore seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.
