The minutes of the Regular September 2018 Aldermen Meeting were presented.  Brandon Kreps moved that minutes be approved as written.  Richard Moore seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Brandon Kreps – Yes; No Votes – 0.

The expenses were presented.   Rick Gladman made a motion that the expenses be approved as presented. Brandon Kreps seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Brandon Kreps– Yes; No Votes – 0.  
Delinquent water accounts were discussed.  City Clerk reported collection had been made on two older accounts in larger amounts through Tax Liens.

Water Treatment Plant Painting Project update given by Jack Baldwin.  He indicated that painters started on October 2nd but due to weather have quit for now and will be back when weather cooperates. 

Dog Tags updated by City Clerk.  At this time it was decided that since we are close to the end of the year it would not be feasible to begin steps to prosecute those unpaid dog tags at this time.

Discussion was held in connection with water/sewer rates and the need to increase them.  Last increase was January 1, 2016.  Proposed rates of 12% increase and 15% increase were given.  At this time there are several infrastructure improvements that need to be made along with costly Lagoon improvements that will be needed by 2021.  After discussion it was decided that a 15% increase would be necessary.  

A motion was made by Richard Moore to have wording for an amendment to Ordinance No. 360 and Ordinance 380 Concerning Rates, Re-connection Charges and Deposits for Water and Sewage Services and Trash Pick up Services of the Municipal Code of Hopkins, Missouri be made to reflect a rate increase of 15%.  Motion was seconded by Rick Gladman.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Brandon Kreps – Yes; No Votes – 0.
City Clerk brought to the Board’s attention that a request for sewer fees to be waived on a water leak at 101 S 4th was made.  The water leak was due to a broken toilet and the water did go down the sewer.  The inquiry was made stating that a minimum of 1,000 gallons water was paid for numerous years without anywhere near 1,000 gallons actually used and felt that the sewer had already been paid on the additional water due to that fact.  Discussion was held and it was decided that the City would follow its previous standard on the matter of water leaks and since the water went down the sewer the sewer fee would not be waived.

Cd’s #’s 41029130 Rickard Security matures October 2, 2018.  Discussion was held.  Rick Gladman made a motion that the Mayor and City Clerk look into obtaining better interest rates and have the authority to move money into the Cd’s as deemed necessary.  Brandon Kreps seconded the motion. Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Brandon Kreps – Yes; No Votes – 0.
Jack Baldwin addressed the Board indicating that the Clear well Tank is due for inspection and it is scheduled for Wednesday afternoon.  He also indicated that the elevated Water Tower is not currently in a maintenance agreement like the clear well tank is.
Discussion was held in connection with the Flag in town is needing to be replaced.  Jack indicated he had a flag and would contact Larry Caddy or Wes Pistol.

Fiber Optic line is being laid throughout town and will continue construction for a while.  

Richard Moore made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Rick Gladman seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Brandon Kreps – Yes; No Votes – 0.
