The minutes of the Regular March 2020 Aldermen Meeting were presented. Rick Gladman moved that minutes be approved as written.  Allan Thompson seconded the motion.  Votes: Richard Moore – Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson –Yes, Jess Everhart – Yes; No Votes – 0.

The minutes of the Special March 23rd, 2020 Aldermen Meeting were presented. Rick Gladman moved that minutes be approved as written.  Allan Thompson seconded the motion.  Votes: Richard Moore – Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson –Yes, Jess Everhart – Yes; No Votes – 0.

The expenses were presented.   City Clerk indicated that the New Nodaway Humane Society correction was for animal control fees for months of January, February and March. Jess Everhart made a motion that the expenses be approved as presented. Richard Moore seconded the motion.  Votes:  Rick Gladman – Yes; Richard Moore – Yes; Allan Thompson; Jess Everhart – Yes; No Votes – 0.  
Discussion regarding water plant door needing to be replaced was held.  Mayor indicated two bids were received as follows:  Pioneer Material Inc., for $1,595.00 and Maryville Glass & Lock for $1,485.00.  Jess Everhart made a motion that the City accepts the bid from Maryville Glass & Lock to replace the water plant east side door for the amount of $1,485.00.  Rick Gladman seconded the motion.  Votes:  Rick Gladman – Yes; Richard Moore – Yes; Allan Thompson; Jess Everhart – Yes; No Votes – 0.  
Discussion was held in connection for need of new pick up.  Alderman Thompson inquired regarding what was wrong with the current pick up.  Jack and Chris indicated it needed work but ran at this time but would not be reliable for long distance driving.  It was decided to continue the search for a replacement pick up.

Discussion was held in connection with the 2020 Street Project.  It was decided to take next month to go over streets and note any problem areas that would need attention.  Aldermen were provided maps of the City to report back at next meeting with their suggestions.
Discussion was held in connection with intersection of Warren and Hwy 148 and intersection at Barnard and Hwy 148 in need of maintenance.  Nothing decided at this time.

Discussion was held in connection with need of replacing fire hydrants.  Chris Bird presented to the Board an estimate of $2,000 to $2,500 dollars to replace fire hydrant at 4th and Roseberry.  He requested permission to replace 3 hydrants to include 5th and Roseberry and 5th and Thompson along with the one located at 4th and Roseberry.  Jess Everhart made a motion that the City approve the replacement of the 3 fire hydrants located at 4th and Roseberry, 5th and Roseberry and 5th and Thompson.  Richard Moore seconded the motion.  Votes:  Rick Gladman – Yes; Richard Moore – Yes; Allan Thompson; Jess Everhart – Yes; No Votes – 0.  
Discussion was held in connection with the Shut Off policy and Late Fees.  It was decided to keep policy as it stands and not to make any changes to the policy at this time.

Delinquent Account Report was discussed.  Several properties on list.  Discussion was held in connection with 306 S 3rd property not able to shut water off.  It was decided to put on list of items to work on fixing. Mayor, Morrison requested that the Clerk turn in delinquent accounts against tax bill in July if not paid before then.

Discussion was held in connection with request from resident at 211 S 10th Street to waive sewer fee on a water leak incurred in February.  Jess Everhart made a motion that the City waive $79.42 of February, 2020 sewer fee due to a water leak incurred that did not go down the sewer for resident at 211 S 10th Street.  Richard Moore seconded the motion.  Votes:  Rick Gladman – Yes; Richard Moore – Yes; Allan Thompson; Jess Everhart – Yes; No Votes – 0.
